Derby Cross starts with a number of jumps in a grass arena, it then progresses immediately
onto a cross country section, approximately 1000 metres long where the jumps are also
coloured and rustic knock-down Show Jump fences. You will also encounter the traditional
cross country obstacles such as ditches, water and banks, returning into the arena to complete
the Derby section of the course in a timed jump off.

Full rules of competition will be posted on the day.
